The Islamic republic has been gripped by protests that erupted over the death
of Amini on September 16, three days after her arrest for an alleged breach
of the country’s strict dress code for women.
The protests were fanned by fury over the dress rules for women, but have
grown into a broad movement against the theocracy that has ruled Iran since
the 1979 revolution.
