Fatal traffic accident in Tsim Sha
Tsui

Police are investigating a fatal traffic accident in Tsim Sha Tsui in
the small hours today (June 3) in which a 56-year-old man died.

At about 4am, a taxi driven by a 4l-year-old man and the 56-year-old
cyclist were travelling along Canton Road towards Yau Ma Tei. When
approaching near Austin Road, the two vehicles reportedly collided.
